
Not really a stout and not really an India Pale Ale, but a 
beer combining the best of both worlds in one flavorful 

package. Dare I call it an India Black Ale?

British floor malted Maris Otter is mixed with malted 
rye, roasted barley and brown malt and fermented to a 
crisp dry finish. Large amounts of American Columbus 

hops are used in the kettle and for dry hopping.

Dark Hops is 8,5% alcohol by volume with 80 IBUs of 
bitterness. Unpasteurized, unfiltered and bottle condi-
tioned.  Will improve for 3-5 years if cellared correctly. 

Available in 50 cl. bottles.

Dark Hops is brewed by “Beer Here” a 
Danish brewery project started by award 
winning brewer Christian Skovdal Ander-
sen. The mission of Beer Here is to brew 
flavorful beer bending known conventions 
and styles.
